In Particular: The National Sporting Code Articles pertaining to protests and Competitors obligations. As well as Schedule Z articles detailing Flag signals and the Code of Conduct.  

9         DOCUMENTATION 

-       Will take place in the documentation room in the pit lane complex Friday October 23rd. 2009 from 1.00 pm to 4.00 pm and Saturday October 24th .2009 from 8.00 am to 10.30 am

10        SAFETY AUDIT SCRUTINEERING

· For vehicles that have been selected, this will take place in the garage 1 of the pit lane complex Friday October 23rd. From 1.00 pm to 4.00 pm and Saturday October 24th.  2009 from 8.00 am to 10.30 am competitors will be advised at documentation if their vehicle has been selected for a safety audit.

· Safety audit scrutineering must be completed prior to qualifying and/or racing.

11      POSTPONEMENT CANCELLATION ABANDONMENT AND ORGANISERS RIGHTS
· Pursuant to the National Sporting Code article 13, the organisers advise that if less than 120 entries received by the entry closing date the meeting may be postponed or cancelled.

· Should there be less than 15 entries received for any of the classes proposed in Article 7 of these Supplementary Regulations by the closing date, the organisers reserve the right to cancel that class or amalgamate it with another class at their sole discretion.
